-motivation

Colonists- disadvantages

-lack of money, food

-no navy

-untrained soldiers

 June 1775 Bunker Hill-Breeds Hill
-Boston
-First Battle of Revolution
- Colonel Prescott(colonists) – “Don’t shot until you see the whites of their eyes”

General Gage- British

British win the hill

British =1000 dead

Colonists=400 dead

*Proved the colonists were going to be difficult to defeat

January 1776

-Washington –arrives in Boston
-Fort Ticonderoga was captured months earlier

-Washington bombs Boston
-British are defeated in Boston- blockage- shut off the port
Red Coats Leave Boston-

-Washington forces General Howe to retreat

Arnold Marches toward Canada-

-Arnold marches in cold wet, hungry, getting sick, eating horses, leather off shoes

-Quebec

-defeated
