Cabinetry: From Design to Finished Product
Students will learn both basic and advances joinery techniques utilized in cabinet making and gain an understanding of the structural integrity of a joint due to its design and the material it is made from.  Students will then apply that knowledge into designing and actually building a project.  Once projects (desk, end table, shelving unit, etc) are authorized by the teacher, students will either download or create a scaled drawing of their project.  Students will learn proper techniques and safety procedures to operate large power tools such as a table saw, radial arm saw, compound mitre saw, drill press and a router to name a few.  A grade of 100% on the Power Tool Safety Test is required before any power tools may be used.  These tools can cut through the hardest of woods quite easily and therefore can inflict serious damage on a person if not used properly, in the proper/safe environment.  A ZERO TOLERANCE rule regarding horseplay and unsafe procedures will constantly be in effect and students will be removed from the class if he/she is deemed to be creating an unsafe environment.
