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Act II

· There is tension in the Proctor house
· John is guilt-ridden and says that he aims to please his wife
· Elizabeth demands that John go to the court and tell the truth about what Abigail said (the dancing was just sport)
· John is hesitant and says that he will think on it
· Mary Warren comes back from the court more dignified in her demeanor
· Mary has made a poppet (doll) for Elizabeth 
· We learn that 35 people are now accused for witchcraft
· Rev. Hale comes to the Proctor home to question them
· Accusations have become completely absurd moving from Goody Good and Bridget Bishop who have poor reputations TO Rebecca Nurse, Martha Corey, and Elizabeth Proctor
· Cheever comes to arrest Elizabeth
· The reader learns that Abigail has accused Elizabeth of sticking a needle two inches into her belly through the use of the poppet (Voodoo)
· At the end of the Act John is motivated to save his wife
· He will not let his wife hang for his sins (adultery) He realizes the ramifications of his affair w/ Abigail “I will not give my wife to vengeance.”
(
         John says, “I will fall like an ocean on that court.” – simile
· He defiantly rips up the court warrant

· John informs Mary Warren that they will be going to court to tell the truth

· Mary Warren is terrified to go to court. She says, “I cannot do it. She’ll kill me for sayin’ that … They’ll turn on me…” 

· Mary Warren realizes that the girls might accuse her of witchery if she tells the truth

· At the end of this Act Proctor is resolved to go to the court with Mary Warren to tell the truth
